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South Shore Area

• Area formerly used for munitions handling, 
storage, and disposal

• Currently conducting Munitions and Explosives 
of Concern (MEC) geophysical survey 

• Surveying entire South Shore Area

• Primary areas of concern:
– Mudflats:  accessible area for disposal
– Seawall/Shoreline:  accessible area for disposal
– Next to Piers:  loading and unloading operations
– Kickouts:  MEC items thrown from detonations
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
