The U.S. Department of the Navy in cooperation with the National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA),
the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, Region 9, and the San Francisco Bay Regional Water Quality Control Board is
requesting public comments on proposed actions being considered to dean up the former NAS Moffett Held Site 27 -- the
Northern Channel. The Navy is proposing to remove contaminated sediments from the area and dispose of them atan
approved fadility. Thisapproach is preferred because it meets the overall cleanup goals for the site, meets state and federal
regulations, is cost and time competitive with the other alternatives, will be effective forthe long-term without maintenance
and monitoring, and is a proven remedy. The Site 27 Proposed Plan describes four altematives that were considered.
